· Use any other means for enabling persons not present to see or hear proceedings at a meeting of a parish council as it takes place or later.
· Report or comment on the proceedings in writing during or after a meeting or orally report or comment after the meeting.

However, anyone wishing to do so must speak to the Clerk prior to the meeting as there is policy and General Data Protection 6Regulations 2018 which must be followed.

Dear Parish Council Clerks



You may well have received something about this from other sources, in which case I apologise for any duplication.  Please see below an email from Graeme Morrison on potential provision of charging points into rural locations, which includes a link to further information sources.



Already, we have seen significant growth in the uptake of electric vehicles across Wiltshire.  For obvious reasons, public charging points tend to be focused so far on larger towns and filling stations and other services on major road routes.  Though I aspire to switch at least one of our family vehicles to electric, that is some way off for me and I have little knowledge of the charging requirements.  For these reasons, I will be participating later today in a meeting to extend my knowledge on this subject.



I assume that residents in our rural villages who have already switched to an electric vehicle, or are planning to do so, will organise a charging point at their property.  For those without private driveways or allocated parking spaces, this can be more problematic.  Additionally, if we want to continue to attract visitors to our village halls, pubs, shops, and other services, there will be benefits if public charging points are available at some time in the future. 



Clearly, there will be advantages for you all in being involved in the choice of appropriate locations for such services, particularly if we are to avoid them being positioned in unfavourable places with detrimental impact on the appearance of our villages.  I therefore encourage you to become involved in this initiative at an early stage; it's better to leave if it's found to bring no advantage rather than missing an opportunity.  There could be funds available too !!

Wiltshire Council Electric Vehicle Infrastructure (EVI) Team is pleased to invite you to participate in community engagement focused on how we build future on-street residential electric vehicle (EV) charging in the area you represent/cover.



The engagement will be carried out through the Common Place platform and focuses on gathering feedback and local insights from high-level stakeholders, including Wiltshire & Town councillors, clerks and other public representatives. Further engagement focused to gathering public input will take place later in the project.



 



Wiltshire Council have received capital funds from the Local Electric Vehicle Infrastructure (LEVI) fund from Department for Transport (DfT), to deliver on-street EV charging at scale. This public EV charging must be focused on serving residents who cannot install home chargers because they have no off-street parking, ensuring no one is excluded from transitioning to electric because of where they live.



 



Wiltshire’s LEVI project will be delivered in partnership with commercial charge point operators (CPOs) through a concession contract, which will go to tender Summer 2026.    



 



Site selection work by the Council EVI Team has identified the area you represent/cover as a priority target area for LEVI charger installs in Wiltshire. While LEVI delivery must be data led, we also need it to be community informed. This engagement will provide you the opportunity to influence the project with your area knowledge, highlighting any local interests and opportunities, along with any requirements or concerns. Insights from the engagement will shape the LEVI tender and what we ask concession partners to build.
