Present: - Canon Andrew Evans, Rector for the Benefice of Broughton Gifford, Great Chalfield and Holt, Ron Palmer, Treasurer and Trustee, Carol Warran, Trustee, Holt Parish Council Representative, Tracey Dunn, Trustee, Trevor Carbin, County Councillor, Annette Stone, Hon Secretary. 





1. Andrew Evans welcomed everyone to the Annual General Meeting and gave a special welcome to Carol and Tracey who have volunteered to be Trustees. Andrew spoke of the sadness of the death of Paul Wiltshire who had been a Trustee since the start of the Youthwork Project in 1997. Paul had been a very enthusiastic member of the committee representing Broughton Gifford Parish Council and keeping the council informed of the work of the Youth Club.





2. Apologies:

3. Declaration of Interest

4. Trust Matters


a. Succession Planning.


Andrew was delighted to welcome two new Trustees, Carol Warran as representative for Holt Parish Council and Tracey Dunn. Tracey was nominated to be a Trustee, proposed by Andrew and seconded by Ron. All were in favour.





b. Confirmation of Trustees


Ron Palmer was elected as Trustee who will serve until 2026.  This was proposed by Canon Andrew Evans and seconded by Tracey Dunn and all in favour.





c. Confirmation of ex-officio Trustees


The ex-officio Trustees were confirmed as the Canon Andrew Evans, Rector of Broughton Gifford, Great Chalfield and Holt, Carol Warran, Representative of Holt Parish Council. Martin Hooper will be approached regarding Broughton Gifford Parish Council.





d. Election of Chairman for 2025/2026


Canon Andrew Evans was elected as Chairman, proposed by Ron Palmer and seconded by Tracey Dunn and all were in favour.





e. Election of Treasurer


Ron Palmer was elected as Treasurer. This was proposed by Andrew Evans and seconded by Tracey Dunn and all were in favour.














f. Election of Secretary


Annette Stone was proposed for the position of Secretary by Andrew Evans and seconded by Tracey Dunn and all were in favour. 





5. Minutes of the 2024 AGM held on 9th July 2024.


The minutes were agreed and signed.





6. Matters Arising


Carol asked about the attendance of youth workers to committee meetings and Helen and Emily have so far not attended a meeting. Tracey said she will try and persuade the youth workers to come in the future. Carol and Tracey hope to attend some of the Youth Club sessions on a regular basis. Ron reported that Youth Club will probably not be running in the summer holidays as last year special activities were arranged and the numbers were very small with only about three young people in attendance. The Community Field will be used for a barbecue in the summer. A good number of young people, average attendance 22, come along to socialise, although planned activities are organised in the Village Hall and games are supervised in the playing field. Carol said that it will be good for the young people to see someone from the Parish Council as the village is well maintained with no graffiti.





7. Youth worker’s Report


Ron Palmer produced a written report. It was noted that sometimes due to holidays and Holt Dramatic Society rehearsals, the club is not running on some Mondays. Helen and Emily continue to lead the Youth Club and Lily and Kip; ex youth club members also help and Ron attends most Mondays. Donations have been received from Holt Scarecrow Trail and a Holt resident and Annette has thanked the individual. Tracey asked about contacting the year 6s in Holt School and Ron said he handed out invitations, through the school, to join the Youth Club and 14 out of 24 Year 6s joined last year. Tracey said she was happy to visit St. Mary’s School in Broughton Gifford to get more interest and canvas the views of the current youth club members to pass on to the Year 6s in Broughton Gifford. At the moment only one or two young people attend from Broughton Gifford.





8. Treasurer’s Report


Ron Palmer produced accounts for the year ending 31st March 2025. There is a balance of £5,472.99 in the HSBC Community Account and £399.43 in cash which totals £5,872.42. Holt Parish Council has given £2,000 in grants which includes the grant of £1,000 from the previous year.





Ron said that Trevor Carbin has always been supportive regarding obtaining an Area Board grant. Usually, the Area Board grants are only awarded for a project and at the moment the Youth Club does not have a project. Carol said that Holt Parish Council always supports the Youth Club and Ron will apply for a grant this year. At the moment the accounts are healthy but the Youth workers’ salaries take a considerable amount of the income. Ron said that the accounts are not audited as this is not required by the Charity Commission but offered to request this if someone could be found to take this on. Mark Mecredy was suggested and Annette will ask Mark if he would be willing to do this. Action Annette.


Andrew proposed to formally approve the Accounts for the year ended 31st March 2025. All agreed.














9. Approval of Policies for the Youth Club


Ron said that he had updated the Policies as they were out of date and needed attention. 


The Policies included, Data Protection, Equality and Diversity, Health and Safety, Safeguarding and Operating Procedures.





Ron will amend the Operating Procedures to remove Paul Wiltshire’s name.


Tracey offered to take on the lead in the Safeguarding Policy, the Health and Safety Policy and amend and update the Policies as required. Ron and the Committee were grateful for this offer as Ron was the lead in all the remaining policies.





10. Date of the 2026 Annual General Meeting


It was decided not to set a date for the time being. A committee meeting was arranged on Tuesday, 30th September at 3.00 pm at Ron’s home.





11. Any Other Business


Tracey offered to ask someone to be another Trustee and also help to set up a Facebook Page which would advertise the Youth Club for the people who are on social media. Tracey also offered to look at the consent regarding photographs.





Carol brought up the subject of the Youth Shelter which is in a bad state of repair. The waste bin is positioned so that easy access is gained to the roof. The trustees agreed to the removal of the bin to another place so that the young people cannot gain access to the roof of the shelter. The Perspex covering the shelter is broken and it was the trustees preferred option to remove the Perspex. Carol will visit the Youth Club to ask their views.


Tracey also mentioned about trips out for the Youth Club and Ron mentioned that this was tried a couple of years ago and there was not much interest. Skittles in the Village Hall was another activity. It seems that the younger children have plenty of activities whereas there is not enough for the older children to do.
